	Laura Sato currently heads the Logical Record Architecture for Health and Social Care programme at NHS Connecting for Health (NHS CFH). This work involves the development of a single reference care records architecture based on both care-based and secondary uses requirements and established technical standards for interoperability. She has been a HL7 UK Management Board member since 2003, and prior to that, was the Chair of HL7 Canada. She has been a co-chair of the HL7 Tooling Committee and established and chaired the HL7 Tooling Collaborative (an initiative now succeeded by the Open Healthcare Tools group). Laura is also a member of the British Standards Institution health informatics committee, representing NHS CFH.

	



	Charlie McCay runs an independent consultancy in healthcare communications called Ramsey Systems. He has been working with healthcare IT for the last 20 years, and with interoperability specifications for most of that time, either implementing them or developing them. He was part of the team that specified the GP2GP messages for England, as well as working on many national communications projects. He is an editor of the HL7 XML ITS specifications, and is currently working with NHS CFH on standards alignment projects, and with the National Retinal Screening Council maintaining a suite of message specifications. He currently serves as chair of the HL7 Technical Steering Committee and in that position is on the board of the international HL7 organisation. He is also co-chair of the HL7 Implementation technology Committee, and a previous Technical Chair and Chair of HL7UK.
